Single Family Residence Permit: $200.00

Commercial Business:$200.00

Multi-Unit or Mobile Home Park $400.00

Most residences and businesses in Titus County, located outside incorporated city limits, are equipped, or will need to be equipped by On-Site Sewage Facilities (aka OSSF).  An OSSF may also be called a septic system, sewer system, sewerage system, etc.
All OSSF systems that are installed, subjected to a major repair, or are associated with a residence or building that undergoes a substantive change in square footage, usage, or occupancy, Require a new OSSF permit prior to any work being done.  The single exception to this permit requirement is as follows:  When you have, or are building, a single family dwelling, that is located on single parcel of land equal to or greater than 10 acres and the usage is NOT COMERCIAL.  Homeowners and "Licensed OSSF Installers" should take great care to verify that an installation or replacement performed under this "exception" is truly in the "exempt" category.  You may have much more than 10 acres in one location but if the home and yard have been separated from a larger tract and is located on a smaller tract for homestead exemption purposes, a permit is required.  If you are unsure, you can check with the Titus County Appraisal District normally to determine accurate acreages.  Systems installed without a permit where one is required, could subject all parties to the installation to receiving a citation for criminal violations.  

OSSF installation permits may be obtained from the Titus County Sheriff's Office in person, or online by going to http://www.region5dr.com  which is a website that provides several useful resources when seeking a permit.

Homeowners and OSSF Installers wishing to obtain an OSSF Permit, should pay the applicable fee to the Titus County Treasure at the Court House, located at 100 W. First Street.  A copy of the receipt from the Treasure, must be presented to OSSF Inspectors, before applications will be considered for approval. 
All OSSFs that use surface application, an aerobic  treatment pump, or any OSSF that requires continuing maintenance will ONLY be permitted after the permitee has filed an affidavit to the public (downloadable with permit form) with the Titus County Clerk's Office.  A certified copy of the filed affidavit (not the original)  shall be included with permitting documents at the time application.

The permits which must be administratively complete and signed, should then be delivered along with the receipt from the Treasurer to the Titus County Sheriff's Office for review.  Upon a satisfactory review an OSSF Inspector, or Designated Representative, will contact the person submitting the application, normally an Installer, to let them know that the permit is approved for construction, and work can begin after that point.
